1. Entries must pertain to the holiday and the Christmas theme,“Rock’n
Around the Christmas Tree.” Because this is an evening parade,
LIGHTS & MUSIC ARE REQUIRED on all floats or pulled units.
Height limit is 16 feet in order to clear street signs. Units not meet-
ing this requirement will be removed by Parade Staff.

2. No Santas or Mrs. Claus please…only helpers allowed. Parade partici-
pants dressed like Santa will be removed from the parade by Parade
Staff.

3. For the safety of our children, no candy, pamphlets, or gifts may be
thrown from units during the parade.

4. Entries with animals must provide their own clean up during line up and
along the parade route.Also for the safety of spectators and parade
participants, all animals must be accompanied by a walking chaperone.

5. Registration deadline is Monday, November 17, 2008. Line up
information will be posted no earlier than November 28, 2008 due to
ongoing updates on our Web site www.westbendchristmasparade.com.

6. No alcohol, tobacco or political references allowed. No flyers,
coupons or advertisements of any kind may be distributed
along the parade route per city ordinance.Violators will be
removed from the parade.

7. Criteria: Judging will be based on originality, relevance to theme & over-
all appeal.

8. Non-profit competition is in two categories:Adult & Youth. Each non-
profit category will have a first, second, third, fourth, and fifth place win-
ner and will be awarded $300, $250, $200, $150, and $100 respectively.
Winners will be announced in the DAILY NEWS & the Christmas
parade Web site.

9. Cancellation Policy: In the event of a severe weather cancellation,
cancellation information will be announced via the local radio station
1470 WBKV.
